Welcome to F ive Star Equestr ian !  
The fo l low ing are the ru les that we have estab l ished to ensure the safety and 
we l lbe ing of the horses , our c l ients , and any other member of the FSE community . 

 
RULES & POLICIES  
1. Follow all conditions listed on Program Policies Form 
2. Lesson Sign In Sheet MUST be signed prior to each and every lesson 
3. All riders must sign waiver of liability form for Five Star Equestrian & RDLA 
4. Arena rules: lessons/trainer takes precedence - No riding during another person’s lesson unless trainer has granted permission 
5. All free rides must be done after lessons are done 
6. No Jumping without a trainer present and supervising, unless authorized by trainer 
7. All riders must wear an ASTM F-1163-01/SEI certified riding helmet, properly fitted and secured while mounted 
8. Vests are required at all times when jumping 
9. Must have proper riding attire on prior to mounting (breeches, helmet, boots with a heel) 
10. Owners/boarders may NOT handle any other equine other than their own, or one they lease 
11. Five Star Equestrian horses are for lessons only and are not to be ridden by others for free rides-unless given permission by 

trainer/owner 
12. Do not tie horses to any fences - tie only in designated tying area – When using cross ties, have halter properly on horse’s 

head – never use cross ties on a halter around horse’s neck 
13. Only lead one (1) horse at a time, unless given permission to handle more than one (1) horse 
14. All belongings should be packed up after use/before leaving. If not, a lost and found box will be set up and a $1 fee will be 

charged to retrieve items 
15. Respect the belongings of others. Do not use others’ items without asking, and if you do put everything back, cleaned and 

in its correct place, exactly as you found it 
16. All students must clean the bridle and saddle of the lesson horse you ride at least once a week, with exception to beginners 
17. Please keep barn areas neat and swept - sweep grooming areas before leaving for lesson and prior to departure from barn 
18. No sideline teaching - distracts student and instructor!!! 
19. No running or shouting at the barn or at shows 
20. No chewing gum while mounted 
21. Pick up manure after your horses 
22. Check out with instructor prior to leaving 
23. Children must be closely monitored and are not allowed in stalls, arena, or paddocks. They must be accompanied at all times 

while on the property 
24. All gates to be closed regardless if stall, paddock or arena is empty 
25. Please do not stand on the fence, gates or rails or allow children to stand on fence, gates or rails 
26. No Crossing Cull Canyon Road without adult supervision or permission 
27. Must have a cell phone or trail buddy when going on a trail ride. No trail riding after dark 
28. Do not give treats to any equine other than your own unless permission from trainer, owner or management gives it 
29. Five Star Equestrian understands that you to want to share this facility with your friends and family and we encourage you 

to do so. We also know that it is not practical to have release statements completed for each occasional visitor. Therefore, 
patrons (and their families) and volunteers, assume any and all responsibilities and liabilities for any and all guests that they 
bring to, meet at, or authorize access to Five Star Equestrian. These guests must follow rules while visiting and MAY NOT, 
under any circumstances, mount or handle horses unless they have completed application and release forms at the office 

30. CLEAN UP your horse’s manure in arenas & along roadways 
31. ALWAYS Walk Horses up and down the driveway & Dismount before entering barn 
32. Turn Off Lights when not in use & use water wisely (conserve our resources) 
33. No Dogs Allowed on RDLA Property 
34. Do not drive over 5mph on RDLA Property 
35. No Smoking on RDLA Property 
36. Follow ALL RDLA Rules 
37. Most importantly.... BE SAFE AND HAVE FUN!!!!!
